2024 Triumph Bonneville Rally Bike is Done!.

We have finished the 72 Triumph Bonneville rally bike.... finally. What start-
ed out as a recondition project turned into a major restoration. Early onin
the build, we found the cams were damaged and the engine needed a com-
plete rebuild.

So ... after 3 months work, the bike as a powder coated frame, new wheels,
tires, wheel bearings, brakes, and fresh paint by Mike Dove. The engine and
gear box have been completely rebuilt with vapor blasted cases, new case
bearings, new camshaft bushings, new std crankshaft bearings new conrod
D) bushings, a .020 over cylinder bore, new pistons and rings. The head has
been completely rebU|It by Robert Holly with new valves and guides. We installed new drive and
rear sprockets, a Pazon ignition and rebuilt the Amal carburetors. The clocks were refurbished by
Bradley Fawcett and many parts were supplied by Joe Barnes (scbritishcycle). The build team in-
cluded Richard Lyles, Larry Anderson, Keith Bennett, Andrew Hawkins, Paul Reifsynder, Andy Sa-
rantapoulas, Jeff Hudgins, Jeff Whitford and Robert Holly.

Once fuel flow was established, the bike started on the first kick. | took the bike on the first ride
this week and it ran great. After a couple more rides to dial everything in, it should be good to go.
